Concretely. the
arms control field is a zone where Western pacifism. which Gandhi criticized for its simplicity
and either-or characteristics, might benefit through a re-examination of unilateralism and the
exact geometry of nuclear deterrence and peace keeping. Doubtless the Gandhian model is
without this deterrence, but it also suggests how those with a problem can gradually extricate
themselves from an awesome burden without sacrificing honour. The exceptions have tended to
be individuals rather than movements-Chief John Luthuli is an outstanding case.

The responsibility forthe meagre results can be placed with the un-British Dutch, French
and Portuguese imperialists, turning aside from Gandhi’s thesis that satyagraha does not depend
on English scruples. Satyagraha did transfer, apart from imperialism, to the English-speaking
democracies to fortify prior traditions of direct action in the new quests for peace and equality. It
has also persisted. as Minoo Adenwalla has observed critically. as a disturbing factor in India to
feed discontent and challenge a national regime. For all its high norms the Gandhian tactic of
disobedience may have weakened the better institutions of the world, i.e. those which are more
rather than less democratic.

At a minimum there seems to be a problem of unintended results that are not consistent
with Gandhian ethics when the struggle over the non-negotiable values or objectives intlicts
harm on the opponent. Although individuals and political parties may become Gandhian, States
may have to adopt a modified policy that admits that the ethical costs of world politics are likely
to exceed those of internal affairs.

To return to the positive side, the Gandhian model implies the placement of
particular values above the rituals of law, the restoration of obligation and

Thus, while men attend to difficult, heavy task which require
physical srength, women are left to perform houschold centric duties which through less physically
taxing are nonetheless as essential as the work men do. With the exception of small children and the

aged, who are not expectedto do hard work gender segregation is actively appliedto all ot hers.'

The normative framework is however altered in practice and women are involved in a variety of tasks
complementary to productive act ivities even within the household according to the formal division of
labor based on the age of sex. In fact women engagement in productive and income generating task is
not distinct and isolated from those of cooking of food, caring of children etc. nor does such
engagement on the part of women free them from their normal houschold obligations. This bring
modification tothe traditional spheres of activity of males and females.

The contribution of women to cconomic activity irrespective of the rates of therr labour participation is
generally low. Once the major task are nitiated men rely rather heavily on women to undertake the
complementary and supporting task in order to relive them for heavier and more difficult activities.
Physically restricted in their households by purdah system and other social norms and precluded from
working outside women ar¢ involved in a variety of productive activitics along with their normal work
and are able to turn their domestic labour mto productive resources.

Female labour participation rates, as the shown in the census and other official data, are grossly
underestimated. Since most of the work performed by women is of an nformal nature, it remains
unsupported. Asthere is no wages attached to such work it does not satisfy the employment criteria and
hence remains unaccounted in estimates of women’s work participation rates.

The economic role assigned to women remains an important sources of differential participation rate
among the different classes. Women participation in the productive task more actively where’s as
Muslim influence is minimum and active work does not involve a social cost on women.

The social and normative framework of Indian society exerts far more restrictive effects on women’s
work participation rates than any other factor. Since pressure of social norms has not been uniform on
all sections of the population, two contrary trends are clearly discernible with respect to female work
participation: (1) active participation of some women in productive activities. (2) seclusion or
abstention of some from work variety of forces and pressures.”
