‘Mahatma, Mahatma, Gandhi Mahatma!, and they put their mouths to our ears and say 'Gandhi

Mahatma ki jai'!", as a source of inspiration, strength and will power.

Moorthy, the protagonist of the novel is a Brahmin, a sell-sacrificing young man, who
has no personal ambitions. He cares for poor villagers. The people of his village refer Moorthy as
“Gandhiman™. He tries to imitate Gandhi in every respect.Moorthygives up his studies after
being influenced by the Gandhian philosophy. He gives up foreign clothes and goods and wears
hand-woven Khaddar. He encourages the people of his village to use native things and become
independent of foreign goods. "So Moorthy goes from house to house, and from younger brother
to elder brother, and from elder brother to the grandfather himself, and what do you think? He
cven goces (o the Potters' quarter and the Weavers' quarter and the Sudraquarter, ....... We said to
ourselves, he is one of these Gandhi-men, who say there is neither caste nor clan nor family, and
yet they pray like us and they live like us. Only they say too, one should not marry early, one
should allow widows to take husbands and a Brahmin might marry a pariah and pariah a
Brahmin."(Kanthapural5).

Gandhi is of view that politics and religion is intimately merged together. Rao depicts
Mahatma Gandhi as an emblem of divine power.We observes the villagers equating Gandhiji
with Brahma, Shiva and Krishna who were all Saviors in Hindu mythology and anything said by
them is bound to be true. The most appealing matter is that all changes or transformation done by
Moorthy is carried out only by different modes of communication through group discussions,
religious chants, Ramlilas, gram sabhas, etc. based on Gandhi-talks. Gandhi is presented as an
mcarnation of Krishna who will uproot the distress of the Indians. Gandhi would kil the snake of
foreign rule as Krishna had killed the snake Kaliya. Untouchability was a stain on the visage of
the Indian society. Gandhi believed that untouchables are the poorest people and close to God.
Gandhi confers status of God 1o the untouchables and names them Harijans, The villagers
believed: “Oh, no. the Mahatma need not g0 as far as the sea, like Harishchandra before has
finished his vow, the gods will come down and dissolve his vow, und the Britishers will leave
India, and we shall be free, and we shall pay less taxes, and there will be

no policemen”
(Kanthapura 172).

Symbolically, Kanthapura is India in miniature: what happened there is what happened
everywhere in India during the years of freedom. Kanthapuraexperiences a total reformation in
the end, where there is no caste distinction, backwardness and religious fanatic, but self-
employment, women emancipation, social awareness. Kanthapura can be read and enjoyed as a
wonderful cultural text for all the era.

Information and communication technology is a force that has changed many aspects
of the way we live. In education, ICTs play vital roles in facilitating teaching and learning.
Now we cannot imagine education without the use of Information and communication
Technology. It has made exchange of thoughts, ideas, experiences and feelings easier. With
the help of ICT a lot of persons can get education and training simultaneously at low cost.
Use of computers, Internet, television, radio, projectors and mobile phones, e-mail facility,
online audio and video conferencing as well as new applications has made the Teaching

Learning Process and Training attractive and convenient.

Now a day’s ICT tools and approaches are being used widely due to their
convenience, omnipresence, effectiveness and being economic. These facilities have paved
the way of individualized learning and provided freedom of learning anytime, anywhere
according to needs and convenience of the learners.

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(viii) Language Lab: A well equipped language lab contains a server, lingua phones,
headphones, tape recorder, microphones etc. In this lab each learner is individually connected
with teacher by a system. This system is loaded with software which helps in learning.
Students learn basic skills like spelling rules, reading, pronunciation, voice modulation, etc. It

provides practices for listening, speaking, intonation and pronunciation.

(ix) Internet: Internet can be used as a medium of language learning through email, www
(World Wide Web) and text, audio and video conferencing. It is the most important facility of
communication. All the modern communication takes place through this. It has made the
communication facility very fast, convenient, economic, and attractive. There are lots of

facilities available for communication on internet. Some of them are fol lowing:-

(a) Social media: Social media has become an important tool of communication. It provides
a platform for sharing thoughts and ideas. Blogs are made on it. Students can add themselves
with the English language learning groups and take advantage of sharing information. Lots of
social sites are available on it like, Face book, Twitter, Instagram etc. It is very helpful in

learning situational language.

(b) Online facilities for English language learning: A lot of online facilities are available on
internet for the development language skills. Some of them are e-guidance, e-tutoring, e-

teaching, e-journals, e-magazines, e-books, e-library, online training, virtual classes etc.

(c) Online language related courses: These courses are available on internet. Some of them
are free and some of them are payable. Students can enroll themselves in these courses and
own place.

(d) Feature Films in Teaching English: Films can be used in the teaching of English language.

Films may be documentaries, educational and entertainment based. These can arouse high

level of motivation. It results in a most satisfying learning experience.

(f) Email - Email can be used by a teacher to reach many students at a distance once the

students provide their email addresses. The teacher can use email to send learning materials
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o students: give assignment; assess and post the feedback to the students’ email boxes.
Through the use of e-mail for instance, the students interact with their lecturers and friends at
a distance. By sharing files, students collaborate and work together with their lecturers and
colleagues. In this way, there is transformation from traditional teacher-centered approach
which makes learners passive receivers to students-centered or democratic approach which
makes learners active discoverers and explorers. Email can be utilized by the teacher to

mteract and attend to the students’ individual problems.

(g) Website: Website as an internet technology is an essential tool that can be used to
facilitate the teaching and learning of English Language. It provides a lot of opportunities for
teaching and learning, Students can access e-library materials at a distgmce. E-library has
reduced congestion in traditional libraries and made it for students to obtain library materials
even at home. Students may be referred to a material in e-library which they can access at any
time and place convenient to them other than the classroom. Access to internet facilities may
however constitute a problem especially in the developing countries where many students do

not have access to the computer and internet facilities.

The teachers should not only be acquainted with information technology but also should be
able to make better use of technology in the field of education. ICT helps a teacher to learn
mnovative methods of teaching. It enhances the quality of learning and thereby making the
learners more independent and capable of sustaining their own learning. He can work with
the students on various project and assignments.

About untouchability Gandhiji said, *'To remove untouchability is a penance that
caste Hindus owe to Hinduism and to themselves. The purification required 1s not of

Dr. Ambedkar wrote, ““Why did Mr. Gandhi Fail? - According to [

Ambedkar there are three reasons which has brought about Gandhi’s failure. The firs
reason is the Hindus to whom he makes his appeal for the removal of untouchability do
not respond.  Gandhi has built up his reputation of being a mahatma on his being an
harking of pohtical freedom and not on his being a spiritual teacher. His anti untouchabihiy
campaign is looked upon as a fad. it nor a side show. That is why the Hindus respond
to his political biddings but never to his social on religious preaching He thought that he
could take up the task of solving the social question. That was a mistake. A politician is
not the man for it. That is why the hope held out to the untouchables that Mr. Gandﬁi‘:«
sermons will do the trick has failed |

“The second reason is that Mr. Gandhi does not wish to antagonize the Hindus
even if such antagonism was necessary 1o carry out his anti-untouchability programme.’

“The third reason is that Mr. Gandhi does not want the untouchables to organize
and be strong. For, he fears that they might there by become independent of the Hindus
and weaken the ranks of Hindus. This is best illustrated by the activities of the Harijan
Sevak Sangh 15 10 create a slave mentality among the untouchables towards their Hindu
masters examine the sangh from any angle one may like and the creation of slave mentality
will appear to be its dommant purpose.’

Dr. Ambedkar says, ‘These are the reasons why Mr. Gandhi’s anti-untouchability
has failed’.

Evaluations and critique of the Gandhian Anti-Untouchability programme
- In handling the problem of social change today, one has to think of problems u:
accommodation, tension, management and integration in the entire Indian social structure.
Merely philanthropic and noble acts on the part of some Hindu individuals could not solve
the problem. Gandhi was absolutely devoted to the total eradication of untouchability. His
won Ashrama was free from the taint of untouchability Bul it was doubtful if his Ashrama
cam be a model which, the average Hindu would use for building his own ideal society
Gandhi felt that if religious equality was provided to the Haryjans, their political and
economic conditions would quickly improve. This suggestion perhaps not sounds. Gandlu
refused to recognize any separate entity as the untouchables. He did want the untouchables
to have all the rights common to the fourVarna’s.

Satyagraha is not the traditional resistance of.ewl
by evil. It is'a resistance of evil by its opposite, 1.¢., by good. Satyagraha is essefntfally
hésed on love. In fact, according to Gandhi, Satyagraha appears 0 be as a rehgi.ous
pursuit. It rests on a religious belief that there is one God behind everything and blem;g,
and as such the same God resides in every one of us. Gandhi also feels that a belief in
rebirth is almost a pre-condition of Satyagraha. Satyagraha demands selfless and sinceTe
puvsuit of Truth without having any consideration of any advantage or gain, But, one will
be: able “to walk on such a sharp ‘razor’s edge’ only if he somehow believes that he will
get the fruits of his good work, if not in this life, in subsequent life. Gandhi says, ‘with
the knowledge that the soul survives the body, he (the satyagraha) is not impatient to see
the triumph of in the present body.” Gandhi describes Satyagraha as a force against

violence. tyranny and injustice. All these evils arise on account of a neglect of the “Truth’
that is all-pervasive and all-comprehending.

The aim of satyagraha is not to embarrass the wrong-doer.Its intention is to bring
about. what Gandhi calls, a ‘change of heart’. In fact, satyagraha is based on the pre-
supposition that there are no ‘enemies’ or ‘opponent’, but that there are only wrong-
doers. Satyagraha also demands extreme patience on the part of the Satyagrahi. A wrong-
doer cannot see his wrong at once, he will take time to win over his anger and hatred.
The Satyagrahi must wait patiently for the good sense of the wrong-doer to be aroused.
Gandhi distinguishes Satyagraha from Passive Resistance. Firstly, Satyagraha is not a
passive state in fact it is more active than violence. Secondly in passive resistance, there
is an element of force; it does not completely forbid the use of violence. In Satyagraha,
on the other hand violence is completely forbidden even in the face of very adverse
situation Requirement of a Satyagrahi: According to Gandhi, a Satyagrahi must possess
a number of qualities and characters. Some of the basic ones are given below ...

1) A Satyagrahi must be basically honest and sincere.

2) A Satyagrahi must not have any mental reservations, he must be open-minded.
3) A Satyagrahi must be a disciplined soldier. Truth alone should be his master and
conscience his guide. He should be loving. but firm.
4)  This means that a Satyagrahi must be completely fearless. He must not fear anything
worldly—even death. i
5) Fearlessness leads to another vi ifi i
er virtue, sacrifice. A Satyagrahi must be prepared for the
_ﬂ 5 .:
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greatest possible sacrifice.

6) Suffering and Sacrifice have to be undergone in an attitude of simplicity and humanility

7) Gandhi asserts that a Satyagrahi is required to practise truthfulness and non-violence
not only in his action, but also in thought and speech.

8) A Satyagrahi must be firm in his dealings and behaviour.

9) There must be conformity between the thought and action of a satyagrahi.
10)  Gandhialso recommends that the Satyagrahi must learn to put on restraints upon his

own self

Gandhi feels that a true Satyagrahi who has been able to fulfil the requirement
mentioned above can work wonder. He alone can face the might of an army or even of
an empire. Ahimsa or Non-Violence: Ahimsa or Non-Violence is the central concept of
Gandhi’s philosophy. According to Gandhi, Ahimsa or Non-Violence has a positive meaning
also. In positive sense Non- Violence means ‘love’. Tt means love towards all living -
creatures. The concept of non- violence is extended not only means to human love but ~
love towards all sentient creatures of the world. That means one should not love only
human being but every living being in the world. When a person claims to be non-violent,
he is expected not to be angry with one who has injured him. He will not wish him harm:
he will wish him well. He will not swear at him, and he will not cause him any physical
hurt. He will put up with all the njury to which he is subjected by the wrong-doer. Thus
Non-Violence is complete hﬁnooence. Complete Non-Violence is complete absence of ill-
will against all that lives. Therefore, it embraces even sub-human life not excluding noxious .
insects or beats. Non- Violence 1s, therefore, in its active form goodwill towards all life.
It is pure love. When the idea of Non-Violence in Gandhi’s philosophy is analysed then
a number of characteristics features stand out. In his book ‘Social and Political Thought’

of Gandhi J. Bandyopadhyaya stated the following characteristics features of Gandhian
Non-Violence.

j & Non-Violence is not the same as non-killing,
2. Non-Violence is not non-resistance born out of cowardice.
3.

Non-Violence implies severalpositive values. These values include love, active, resistance

to injustice, courage in the face of violence, non-possession, truthfulness and

brahmacharya.

4. Non-Violence implies bread-labour, which Gandhi derived from Ruskin and Tolstoy
and ultimately from the Bible. Gandhi defined it as the ‘Divine Law that man must eam
his bread by labouring with his own hands.

5.

Non-Violence is a higher value than life. Gandhi regarded Non-Violence to be an ultimate

value on three grounds. First, it is universally applicable. Secondly, it enhances all other
values without detracting from any. Thirdly, it is unlimited in its application

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Gandhi believed that Non-violence in its absolute form is not realisable in practice.
But relative Non- Violence: can be realised in practice. Gandhi stated that Justas the
perfect straight line as understood by Euclid cannot be drawn. Similarly perfect Non-
Violence cannot be attained. But limited Non-Violence can be attained. Gandhi stated that
the Divine Spark is present within man and we must constantly endeavour to keep alive
that Divine Spark. Grandhi therefore regarded Non-Violence to be the law of our species.
But at the same tirie Gandhi recognised the point that the practice of total Non-Violence
in our life is not possible. Gandhi wrote, ‘Man cannot for a moment live without consciously
or unconsciousy committing outward violence.” This violence is directed against life. m its
pure form become an irresistible power in the service of the state. Non- Violence is the
law of our species as violence is the law of the brute. Non- Violence in its dynamic
conditior, means conscious suffering. It does not mean meek submission to the will of the
evil-dorer, but it means putting one’s whole soul against the will of the tyrant. The Gandhian
conc.ept of Non-Violence is dharma in action, and truth translated. It is not a static code
of ‘morality ready for adoption. It evolves and is in essence ‘creativity morality’, in the
lariguage of Bergson. Non-Violence is a dynamic and creative concept centred on truth.
Truth, the supreme Gandhian value, is the consummation of all that is spiritual in man. He
re:gards violence as an evil in itself. He does not consider it to be neutral. According to
Candhi ‘Ahimsa or Non-Violence’ is the means; Truth is the end. They are so intertwined
that it is impossible to separate them. They are the two sides of a coin Ahimsa or Non-
Violence should practice in the mental level. It means barring no ill-will against others. So,
Ahimsa or Non-Violence is non injury to others not only in the physical sense but of in
the mental sense also. Hence the concept truth and non-violence according to Gandhi has
a very wide application. Gandhi is of opinion that “Killing or Injury to life can be an act
of violence only under certain conditions. These conditions are anger, pride, hatred, selfish
consideration, bad intention and similar other consideration. Any injury to life done under
these motives is ‘himsa’. Thus, the negative meaning of Ahimsa is ‘non killing or non
injury,” but this presupposes that a non-violent act is free from hatred, anger, malice and
the like.
